The Kosher Speech Game:
Prep:
1. Make a large 2D ‘mouth’ out of cardboard and cut out the inside of it
2. Get 10 buckets and write on each one of them the Kosher/Not Kosher form of speech.
3. Place the buckets on the floor next to each other.
4. Get 30 ping pong balls and number them with a marker 1-30
5. Place the balls into a bag
6. Print out the list of ‘30 sample speeches’
 
 
How to play:
· One student is to randomly pick one ping pong ball. The student then reads out the No. on the ball
· The teacher will read out from the corresponding speech from the ‘30 sample speeches’
· The student is then to decide which ‘bucket’ the speech goes into and throw the ball through the cardboard mouth into the correct bucket
 
(If this is too complicated then can be a case of simply placing and labelling buckets in the class and placing the sample speeches in the appropriate bucket) 
 
Stage 2
Make the Kosher Speech Game for home:
The home version of the game is a competitive version of the game. 
Instead of using ping pong balls, students will be given 5 black and 5 red ‘poker chips’’. 
These chips will be slided across a table onto the correct ‘target’.


· Each student is given 5 black and 5 red ‘poker’ chips
· The student should number both sets of chips 1 to 5 with a marker pen
· Students will need to cut out the ‘Kosher’ and ‘Non-Kosher’ round targets

Instructions for home game:
· 2 players required
· Find a clear ‘slippery’ table to play the game
· Place the 2 round targets (Kosher and Non-Kosher) at the end of the table -make sure they dont touch each other
· Both players stand at the other end of the table
· Either a parent/guardian or one of the players will make up a sentence
· Players then have to decide whether the statement is Kosher or Not-Kosher by shooting their chip across the table onto the correct target
· The player closest to the correct bullseye wins a point
· Repeat 5 times
· The winner of the 5 rounds win the game!

Hide various cards around the building/school/shul/site – these are cards which on the front have a word to do with Clean Speech, but on the back are part of a puzzle of a mouth. The winning team is the team which collects all the cards and then puts the picture of the mouth together

Version C: Advanced
Hide various cards around the building/school/shul/site – each card has a picture of a mouth on the front. On the back it there is a word that makes up part of a sentence about clean speech. The winning team will is the team which collects the cards and assembles the sentence correctly.
